day. Only fruit if you think your child needs a snack.

Currently | am seeing young children with whole or
family packets of crisps or biscuits on the path,
having only 2 1/2 hours earlier eaten their lunch. Itis
exactly this kind of snacking that can lead to children
having the wrong relationship with food or even
becoming overweight.
